UNATTENDED CHILDREN’S POLICY

The library cannot be responsible for unattended children. All children age six and younger must be directly supervised at all times by an adult or an adolescent at least 14 years of age while on Library premises unless the child is attending a Library-sponsored program that does not require parent attendance. 

 
If a parent or guardian of an unattended child under the age of six cannot be contacted within a half-hour, the library staff will contact the Washington City Police and ask that Child Protective Services be notified.  

The library staff will attempt to notify a parent/guardian to pick up a child that is age seven or over who do not follow the Behavior Policy.  If they are not available, the staff will contact the police.
WCPL assumes no responsibility for children left unattended at the Library after hours. Unattended children under 14 years of age present at the Library 15 minutes before the Library closes will be asked to phone a parent to pick them up. If a parent has not picked the child up by 5 minutes after the Library has closed, the library staff will call the Washington Police Department to come pick up the child. Parents will need to retrieve their child at the police station.
